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It can be inferred from the bones of dogs excavated in the Dongnae Gimhae tombs that dogs
were bred and lived together in the Paleolithic, Neolithic, and Korea. In particular, the remains of
these dogs are all medium-sized and are very similar to those found in Korea, China, and Japan.
There were various indigenous dogs in Korea, but among the breeds preserved to this day, the
Jindo dog is the most systematically preserved and developed. The origin of Jindo dogs is that
during the Three Kingdoms period, there were many dogs with excellent hunting ability in Jeolla
Province, and they were introduced to Japan as early as 530 AD (27th generation in Japan). Japan
also recognized the excellence of Jindo dogs in Korea, and now a stone statue called "Komainu”
(Koryo dog) or “Garainu” (Dang, Han) is erected in front of a Japanese shrine. During the war with
Goryeo, Genghis Khan's army set up a horse farm with garrisons in "Jindo" and "Jeju-do" during
the war with Goryeo. The dogs brought were bred, and the descendants of these dogs and our
native dogs at the time are the ancestors of Korea Jindo dogs.
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There is no documented record of the origin of Jindo dogs, but many researchers admit that they have lived
in Jindo, located in the southwestern tip of Korea, for thousands of years. Although are various theories
about the origins of Jindo dogs that have existed since ancient times, it is accepted that the breed of Jindo
dogs in a Korean indigenous breed that has been well preserved due to the geographical features of Jindo
and the inconvenient communication between the islands and the land.

In Korea, it is called Jindotgae or Jindogyeon with the Chinese character “gyeon”, which means “dog’.

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The Jindo dog has several excellent properties. In 1938, during the Japanese colonial
rule, it was designated as a natural treasure trove of Joseon, and was designated as
a natural monument again by the Cultural Heritage Protection Act in 1962, and has
been introduced as a representative breed of Korea to this day. In his book, Professor
Mori of Japan describes the origin of Jindo dogs as a dog that was raised by people
of the Stone Age long ago, and has been passed down to the later generations and
has become an indigenous dog. In the 1970s, it is argued that Chinese Song Dynasty
dogs and Mongolian dogs were the ancestors of Jindo dogs, considering the stories
that were handed down in Jindo, It is recognized as a native dog until now,
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Korea Jindo dogs are loved by many people for their excellent qualities such as
loyalty to their owners, instinct to return home, courage, boldness, determination,
hunting instinct, vigilance, and non-seduction. The superior character of Korea

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Head: Korea Jindo dogs are particularly important in the shape of their head when viewed as a whole. This is because
the head is the most important part of the ethnic expression, which is the essence of the dog. The head keeps the dog's
sensory organs in balance while alerting and hunting for olfactory, hearing, vision, and major sensory organs in the
head, accommodating the brain and protecting these organs so that they can fully function, This is because the shape

of the head has a lot of influence on the essence, so the shape of the head has the greatest effect on the face in
inheritance.
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Korea Jindo dogs are hunting dogs that form a circular shape and have an inverted
triangle shape when viewed from the front. Males may give a feral and strong
impression, but their faces should not be crude, and females should have a rather
gentle expression.
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The dog's ethnic expressions and functions are best seen in the shape and face of
the head. In particular, the face becomes the criterion of juadgment that is in overall
harmony to understand the essence. The wrong shape is a mixture of ChowChow,
Akita, and Kishu dog, and it has a great effect on the nature of the dog, so it should
not be reproduced.

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The neck is well balanced and thick, and the muscles are well developed and strong. The neck is
usually strong and proudly erect, and when tense it is arched.
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The neck consists of 7 cervical vertebrae. It should be moderate in thickness, have strong and faithful muscles, and
should be in harmony with the face and general appearance. The neck plays a role in supporting the head and
helping to change the direction of the center of gravity. In particular, the role of the neck when hunting is important.
This is why the transfer of power and flexibility of muscle development are necessary when biting the game and
Shaking it left and right.

If the neck is short, it is easy to support the head, but it is not suitable for tracking the smell of prey by walking
trotting, or bowing. If the neck is thin and long, the biting power is weak, and if the neck is short or long, the
anatomical function may be insufficient. If the neck wrinkles are stretched, the dryness decreases, so a good
evaluation should not be made. When the dog is walking, raise its head and move it slightly lower than walking. A
posture that raises his neck excessively or lowers his head is not like a Jindo dog.

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The belly refers to the side of the lower chest. The belly's role is also to store the
digestive system, but the belly is slim, resilient, and tight. If the belly is gaining weight
or lacks of elasticity, and the stomach is full, the work ability decreases. Particularly,
when both females and males have their stomachs extended, endurance is not only
reduced, but they are easily exhausted.
On the contrary, there are cases where the stomach is too dry, giving the feeling of
being attached to the waist. This is also a state of health and exercise, so it should not
be evaluated well. The stomach should be attached to the top and the muscles should
be well developed and tightened.
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The back is elastic and straight, Failure to maintain the correct body
shape all the way to the back and waist brings about the biggest
change in the composition of the limbs. The topline is divided into
withers, back, waist, and the pelvic arch.

The back becomes the source of the power that appears when
walking. If the body length is long, the anatomical balance is not
right. The longer the body is, the more shaking it is and the balance
/s broken when walking. If the body length is short, walking is
generally not light because the angle of perception does not match
when walking gallop than walking with exercise. A bent back is not
suitable for breeding because it can interfere with endurance
walking for a long time.
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The muscles should be well developed, elastic, thin, and
narrower than the rib cage.
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The lower back serves to transmit strength to the back and
lower abdomen, The waist area is not moving because the
bones are tightly bonded to each other.

The waist should have well developed muscles and elasticity,
and should be thin and narrower than the thorax. The waist

should not shake up and down along with the back when
walking or breaking,
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When the length of the tail is lowered, the end of the tail should touch the hock joint, The root of the tail should be
located a little high and stand strong and should not move left or right when walking. The shape is long or rolled , the
later having the tip of the tail touch the back or side. The tail should not be heavily curled. The tail is covered with
modest fur.
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The tail should be strong, thick and well developed. The tail is one of the characteristics of Jindo dogs. One can see whether a dog is passive or full
of confidence. In addition, the tail plays a role in maintaining balance and agility of the body during communication between temperaments, change
of direction, leaps, stops, and moves. One of the most important factors in the tail is the flexibility to transmit force to the tip of the tail. A powerful
tall should have thick bones and well-developed muscles.

As for the shape of the tail, a slightly curled tail, a long tail, and a sickle fishing-type tail are typical. Especially, the curled tail should have natural
anatomical beauty without being curled severely. Tails that are not encouraged in breeding or are not desirable in an exhibition dog- twisted tails,
excessively curled tails, tails that curl from side to side due to being long, tails touching the back excessively, long tails skewed in one direction,
short tails, long tails, truncated tails, thin tails, and artificially made tails that may significantly degrade working ability. Dogs with such tails are not
desirable for breeding and dog shows as the tail can have a significant effect on heredity. Long and large tails that do not cross the top line but
extend back is not encouraged.

In particular, the position of the tail is also very important. The position of the tail is vertical from the sciatic end of the tail root to the upper part of
the anus, and it is good to rise up with force. When a dog is exercising, the tail's role is to help balance the body. If the dog shakes its hips while
standing or if the tail moves from side to side while walking, the position of the tail is also considered as a reference.

Among the reasons for ordering correction during the examination, health of opinions is the standard
for evaluating the three major factors. (the push of the hind legs, power/ sturdiness of the back, the
reach of the front legs) When it begins with the front legs, the hind legs follow suit but with opposite
sides, and the dog is moving. When the dog is unable to move correctly, i.e. legs aren’t pacing at the
right times, that dog will tire faster and will be shaky as it walks. When assessing the overall
movement/action, it is important to watch for unnatural movement and what part of the body is not
moving correctly.
